WHEREAS, as the establishment of sucha garden will
also lay down a conducive environment for educational
and research work to be undertaken in the area of
biodiversity and natural resources and other environment
related fields.

WHEREAS, collaboration with higher learning and
research institution is crucial to further these objective
and bring about public awareness in the conservation
and sustainable utilization of natural resources.

4. Conduct and facilitate educational programs and
projects that aim at creating public awareness on
matters pertaining to environment protection
and eco-systems management.

5. Encourage and support national and
international civil society organizations working
in the area of environment protection and
related activities.

5 Functions and Responsibilities of the Garden
The Garden shall have the following functions

and responsibilities.

1. Formulate short, medium and long-term
development projects and action plan and
implement the same upon approval by the
Board.

2. Conduct search on Environment and natural
resources, as well as related biological,
biophysical and sociological issues.

3. Conduct periodic research on species and land
use in the Garden area.

4. Promote  activities that stimulate the

development of new valve chain, products and

services particularly in horticulture, tourism,
encourage research and demonstration of

renewable energy sources.

POWER to Expropriate

The Garden Administration may prepare
guideline’s on the modalities of expropriating
properties lawfully held by individual and
organizations, and implement upon by the Board

and city Government.
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2. Whenever it is found necessary and upon a formal
request by the Board, the city Government may cause
the expropriation of immovable property located in
the locality designed as the area of the Garden.

3. The relevant Federal and City laws shall govern the
settlement of disputes that arises from expropriation

measures taken in accordance with the provisions of

this Article.

a) be responsible for the overall control of the
activities of the Garden for the formulation of its
policies programs, direction and implementation
and supervision of the relationship that the garden
may establish with third parties.

C. deliberate upon and approve the annual progress
of programs and financial reports of the Garden to
be submitted to it by the Executive Director.

d) consider and Approve all policy matters of the
Garden and sub

e) appoint Auditors of the Garden and Approve the
annual reports of the auditors(s) of the Garden as
well

f) appoint and remove the Excutive director

g) approve upon the recommendation of the
excutive director the appointment and removal of
officers of the Garden that are directly accountable
to the excutive directors.

h) cause the preparetion of directives of the garden

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12. Meetings of the Board
1. The Board shall meet at least four times in a year .
2. extraordinary meetings may be called by the
chairperson or at the written request of one-third
of its members.
3. fifty percent plus one and the above of the
members of the Boardsshall constitute a quorum.
4. decisions of the board shall be made by a simple
majority of members present at a meeting where
there is a quorum. In the case of a tie, the
chairperson shall having a casting vote.

Prepare or cause the preparation of the budget of
the Garden, submit to the Board and implement
the same up on approval by the Board.

Prepare or cause to be draw up the internal
directives and work programs of the Garden.
Monitor works being undertaken in the garden
area.

Adminster the hum,an resource, property and
other resource of the Garden

Subject to the provision of this proclamation and
having due regard to the relevanr laws of the
land, employ, administer and dismiss employees
of the garden.

Open and operate the bank accounts of the
Garden in accourdance with the directives of the
Board.

Maintain or cause to be maintained proper books
of accounts of the Garden and effect expanses in
line with the approved budget and financial
manual of the Garden..

Submit periodic operations and financial reports
to the Board.

Cause to be fixed by the Board fees payable on
the various services offered by the garden to the
general public; implement the same.

. Conclude contracts with third parties in relation

to the sale, purchase and construction of
immovable property, to the borrowing of funds
by offering the property of the Garden as
Collateral; present to the Board and implement
up on approval regarding research and other
works with foreign institutions.

Establish and approve research projects and the
establishment of scientific journals to be jointly
undertaken by the Garden and the University.
Perform such other functions as may be assigned
to it by the Board.

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2. The funds made available to the garden as per
the provisoion of sub-Article 1 hereof shall be
deposited in a bank account or anccounts opened
in the name of the graden and shall be expended
for the activities of the Garden in accordance
with guidelines to be issued by the board.

16. Financial Adminstration

1. The property and finance of the garden shall be
administered in compliance with nationally
accepted laws of financial management.

2. The garden shall maintain complete and accurate
books of accounts on a regular basis.

3. The fisical year of the graden shall commence
on July 8 of the previous Ethiopian year and
shall come to an end on June 7 of the following
year.

4. The Graden shall close its accounts at least once
a year.

17. Audit

1. The Auditor(s) of the garden shall be appointed
by the board and shall have unrestricted access
to the accounts, books, documents and papers of
the Graden.

2. The Auditor shall cnduct their audit functions in
compliance with nationally and internationally
accepted laws of auditing and shall report their
findings to the Board at least once a year

PART FOUR
MISCELANEOUS PROVISIONS
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18. Special provisions on the city Government the
Universty
1. In view of the constitutional and legal
responsibility it has residents of the city and its
special mission to this effct as refelected in the
city charter the city Government shall be

sponsible to overse the overall functions and

2 actives of the Garden
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2. By virtue of its long standing experience in
teaching and research emanating from its
relatively developed research capacity in
terms of human and material resources
pertaing to the formulation, development
and conduct of research projects the
university shall have full responsibility as
that of the city government on the overall
management and activity of the garden.

19. Power to Issue Regulation abnd Directives.

1. The cabinet may issue regulation to
impelement this proclamation.

2. The Board may issue directives and
guidelines for the implementations of the
provisions of this proclamation.

20.Inapplicaple Laws

Proclamation,  regulations  directives  or
customary practices which are inconsistent with
this proclamation shall have no effect on matters
provid in this proclamation regulations
directives and guidelines to be issued to
implement the same

21.Effective date
Thise proclamation shall come into force on the
date of its publication in the Addis Negari
Gazette.
