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REGULATION No. 166/2024
REGULATION ISSUED TO THE ESTABLISHMENT

OF ELECTRICITY SERVICE ADMINISTRATION
AUTHORITY OF ABABA CITY ADMINISTRATION
WHEREAS, it has become necessary to creating a

comfortable environment where people who move at
night in the city can move safely from accidents and
crimes and to ensure that the electricity service is not
interrupted, there is a need to expand more
opportunities by enabling people to move at any time
and the city to be a city that works not only during the
day but also at night;

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to create a body
that will take ownership of the roads that were built to
provide services on the main roads in the city and
frequently break down due to maintenance and
renovation, and to solve the problem in a sustainable

way;
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WHEREAS, it is important to establish an institution
that administers street lighting in an organized manner
by establishing and implementing a lighting service
system in our city using standard technology,
especially one that does not harm the environment,
ensures safety and saves energy, improves, administers
and controls it in a way that creates an attractive
appearance for the beauty of the city in accordance
with international standards and performs periodic

maintenance works;

NOW, THEREFORE, this regulation is issued by the
Cabinet of Addis Ababa City Government in
accordance with Article 93 of the Addis Ababa City
Government Executive Organs Establishment and to
Re-specify the Power and Duties of the thereof
Proclamation No. 84/2023.
PART ONE
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title

This regulation may be cited as “Regulation issued
to the Establishment of Electricity Service
Administration Authority of Addis Ababa City
Administration Regulation No. 166/2024°.

2. Definition

In this regulation, unless the context otherwise

requires:

1. "City" mean the city of Addis Ababa;

2. "City Administration” mean Addis Ababa
City Administration;

3. "City Manager" shall mean a manager with
the powers and duties specified in Article 24
of the amended Addis Ababa City
Administration Charter Proclamation

No. 361/2003;
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4. "Road" shall mean main roads, minor roads,
feeder roads, internal roads, village roads,
squares or roundabouts, road dividing
islands, pedestrian or bicycle crossings on
both sides of the road, railways, bridges or
drainage lines in the city or according to the
master plan in the city, the area reserved for
roads will be included;

5. "Main Road" shall mean a road mentioned as a
main road or a main feeder road or a ring
road in the structural plan of the city;

6. "Person" shall mean any physical or juridical
person.

Gender Expression

In this Regulation, any expression in the masculine
gender shall include the feminine gender.
Scope of Application

This regulation shall be applicable to Street lights
owned by the City Administration.

PART TWO
THE ESTABLISHMENT, POSITION POWER
AND DUTIES

5. The Establishment

1. Addis Ababa City Administration Electricity
Administration Authority (hereinafter referred
to as "Authority") is established by this

body

regulation as an independent legal

executive body of the city administration;

2. The authority will be accountable to the city

manager.

The Position of the Authority
The Authority:

1. Executive Director;

2. Deputy Executive Directors;

3. It will have Departments and necessary
Staffs and Branches as necessary.

Powers and Functions of the Authority

The authority shall have the following powers

and functions:

1. Manages street lighting infrastructure; It

repairs, restores; It issues standards,
monitors performance, controls;

2. ldentifies the need for lighting, studies it,
develops a system to be used in the street
lighting service through community
participation, monitors its performance;

3. When roadside lighting infrastructure is
damaged, the person who caused the
damage will be replaced;

4. It issues the external lighting standards of

commercial

private, organizations,

government and  non-governmental
organizations buildings and residences on
the road side;

5. Establishes qualification standards for

infrastructure

electricity resource

providers and ensures implementation;

6. Licenses for screens, CCTV cameras, Wi-
Fi and similar services to be mounted on
street lighting infrastructure; He renews.

cancels; collects service fees;
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The electricity required for street lighting will
be supplied to the relevant body by making a
request; it will pay for the electricity
consumption;

When it is necessary, he can perform some of
his authority's functions by contractually
transferring them to a third party in a way that
does not harm the interests of the

administration;

A procedural system will be developed for
complaints about the provision of electricity
services; Receives complaints, resolves or
causes to be resolved in conjunction with

relevant parties;

. Prepares a law for the maintenance and use of

roadside lighting infrastructure, implements it
when approved, and monitors their

implementation; controls;

. Prepares street lighting design; Improves.

Issue maintenance standards;

. Conducts feasibility studies, environmental

impact assessment, and other related studies

for roadside lighting infrastructure;

. Identify street lights owned by the city

government; records and maintains centrally

organized information;

. Performs design, construction, maintenance of

roadside lighting works;
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15. Completed construction of roadside lighting

shall be handed over by ensuring that the
related works are carried out to the required
quality and standard according to the contract;

it administrates.

. According to the relevant law, it determines

the method by which the consultants who
work on the design of roadside lighting
infrastructure works, provide construction
works and other related services, and
contractors engaged in constructions are

selected:;

. It issues standards for street lights operated by

the  community, group, private or
governmental and non-governmental

organizations;  Permission is  granted.
supervises, and provides appropriate
technical support according to the

guidelines issued as necessary;

. By setting up a modern street lights

management system, it ensures proper security
and protection for street lights so that they are

not exposed to danger;

. Prevents illegal activities on street lighting

infrastructure; When it is found to have been

committed, it will take legal action or

cause it to be taken;

. It will increase the coverage of the city's street

lighting infrastructure;

. In cooperation with the relevant bodies, he

will study the quality standards that street
lights should have and present them to

the city manager; implements when approved,;
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22. Works in
Electricity Service, Ethiopian Electric Power
and Addis Ababa City Administration Roads

Authority according to the relevant law;

coordination with  Ethiopian

23. Administers electric utilities as determined

by the appropriate Federal Agency;

24. To own property, to enter into contracts, to

sue in one's own name, to be sued;

25. Performs other related and other duties as
may be assigned by the City Manager to
assist in the achievement of its objectives;

26. It will carry out in accordance of Article 16 of
the Addis Ababa City Government Executive
Organs Establishment and to Re-specify the
Power and Duties of the thereof Proclamation
No. 84/2023.

8. Powers and Functions of the Executive

Director of the Authority

1. The Executive Director,

as the chief
executive of the Authority, directs and

administers operations;

2. Subject to the Provisions of Sub Article
(1) of this Avrticle:

a. The Executive Director shall exercise the
powers and duties of the authority referred
to in Article (7) of this regulation;

b. Employs employees in accordance with
the Civil

administration;

Service Law of the city

c. Prepares the authority's annual plan and
budget; when approved by the city

administration, it will be apply;
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d. Spend money according to the approved
budget and work plan;

e. Represents the Authority in all its dealings
with third parties;

f. prepares the authority's performance and
accounting reports and submits them to

the city manager and the relevant body;

3. To the extent necessary for the authorities
work efficiency, he may delegate part of
his authority and duties to the authority's

deputy director general and staff.

9. Powers and Functions of the Deputy Executive

Director

Deputy Executive Director:

1. Assists the Executive Director in planning,
organizing, directing and coordinating the
authority's activities;

2. Performs work areas assigned by the
Executive Director;

3. Acts on behalf of the Executive Director in the

absence of the Executive Director.

PART THREE
BUDGET, ACCOUNTING RECORDS AND
PROPERTY ADMINISTRATION
10. Budget
Budget sources of the Authority are:
A. Budget allocated by the City Administration;

B. In accordance with relevant law, it will be
from domestic or foreign partner or support or

grants from donors.
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11. Accounting Records

1. The Authority maintains complete and
accurate accounting records;

2. Accounting records and financial documents
of the Authority will be audited by the General
Auditor or it’s designate.

12. Property Administration

1. The Authority shall have its own properties;
2. Administers and controls its properties
according to the Property Management Law

of the City Administration.

PART FOUR
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

13. Duty to Cooperate

Any person has obliged to cooperate in complying

with and enforcing this directive.

14. Inapplicable Laws

Any Regulation and Directives issued by Cabinet,
Directive or Directives issued by the Executive
Body of the City Administration or Customary
Practices shall have no effect as regards matters

covered by this regulation.

15. Power to Issue Directive

The Authority issue Directives to implement this.

16. Effective Date
This regulation shall enter into force as of this 17
day of June, 2024.
