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REGULATION No. 190/2025
ADDIS ABABA CITY GOVERNMENT REGULATION
TO PROVIDE FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE
FOOD SYSTEM AND NUTRITION COUNCIL

WHEREAS, it is found necessary to establish a Council
on Food System and Nutrition that would guide, team
up and coordinate the transformation of the food system
nationwide, the Food and Nutrition Strategy and the
Roadmap for the Seqota Declaration in a manner that is
complete and effective in city government;

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to the city
government's work on school feeding, primary
childhood, and food security assurance, ties operations
to national food system and nutrition programs,
increasing the participation of executive institutions and
various stakeholders, as it is necessary to establish a

coordination system that can put them into action;
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NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article 92 of
the Addis Ababa City Government Executive Organs
Establishment and to Specify the Power and Duties of
the thereof Proclamation No. 84/2023, the Addis Ababa
City Government has issued this Regulation.
PART ONE
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as: “Addis Ababa City

Government Regulation to Provide for the
Establishment of the Food System and Nutrition
Council Regulation No.190/2025.

2. Definition

Unless the context or phrase otherwise requires in

this Regulation:

1. "City" means the Addis Ababa City;

2. "City Administration” means Addis Ababa City
Government;

3. "Executive Institution” means an executive
institution of the city government, established
either by proclamation or regulation, that
implements the activities of the food system and
nutrition’s;

4. “Policy" means the food and nutrition policy of
the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia;

5. “Strategy" means a strategy of the Federal
Democratic Republic of Ethiopia to enforce food
and nutrition policy;

6. “Food” means that any one that eats and drinks
is safe and contains essential n or
humanity;

7. “Food System” means environment, people,
resources, processes, infrastructure, institutions
and actors; food production, processing,
distribution, preparation and nutrition; it is a
system that combines social, economic and
environmental outcomes that are the sum of
these activities, as a means of linking food waste
and disposal activities;
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8. “Nutrition” means food intake, digestion, in-
body assimilation and nutrient utilization which
involves fusion for physical and mental growth
and development of the body, immune and

resistance process;

9. “The Seqota Declaration” means an indigenous
declaration, a nationwide declaration made by
the Ethiopian government to zero stunting of
malnutrition on children under the age of 2

from 2015 to 2030;

10. “Malnutrition” means a chronic nutritional
disorder that occurs since conception due to a
maladaptive or recurrent malnutrition, being
affected by recurrent pain, and a lack of adequate
psychological, social counselling, and

stimulation;

11. “Roadmap” means a roadmap adopted by the
government of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia to address the nationwide
food system and nourish problems in a phased
manner, and implemented while existing, in
this appropriate way the Seqota Declaration
roadmap and a roadmap for the Ethiopian Food

System;

12. “Member” means is a member of the council in
Food System and Nutrition, which is set up at

every level,
13. "Person™ means any natural or juridical person.

Gender Expression

In this Regulation, any expression in the masculine
gender shall include the feminine gender.

Scope of Application

This Regulation shall be applicable to Food System
and Nutrition Councils that are established at City
and Sub City level in the Addis Ababa City
government.
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PART TWO

ESTABLISHMENT, ACCOUNTABILITY,

The Food System and Nutrition Council of
Addis Ababa City Government (hereafter
referred to as “the Council”) were established
under this regulation;

The Council's accountability will be to the
Mayor;

Duty and Responsibility of the Council

The Council will have the following duty and

responsibility:

1.

Multifaceted food systems and neutrinos
approve an integrated annual plan, ensuring that
food and nutrition functional sector offices are
budgeted enough and properly used for the
intended purpose, which it monitors, works to
ensure accountability;

Food System Roadmap; Food and Nutrition
Strategy; Provides Seqota Declaration and other
Contributions to Food and  Nutrition
Coordinates the Implementation of Various
Strategies, Programs and Plans to be carried out
by Executive Institutions; It evaluates major
performance indicators; and makes decisions on

identifying challenges facing them;
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It tracks whether the implementation of the
Food System and Nutrition is combined with
the Early Childhood Development Program; it

provides support;

In the food-system roadmap, food and nutrition
strategy; community awareness and activism
that help to enforce a Seqota Declaration; and
capacity-building and resource-raising strategies
that lead to their being designed and
implemented,;

It also monitors executive institutions, ensuring
that coordination is implemented between all
food system and nutrition executive institutions
and other stakeholders;

It provides support to Councils established by
the Sub City government;

As appropriate, it supports the establishment of
a technical committee in a City or Sub City or
Woreda administration, determines its duty and
responsibilities, and monitors their
implementation;

A roadmap for food-systems; it will lead to the
expansion of best practices that will help with
food and nutrition strategy, for the
implementation of the Seqota Declaration;

It supports the strengthening of city-wide
research and technology system facilities that
support food systems and operations;

. In the city administration, community-based

consultancy and work in various Woreda’s will
lead to the establishment and expansion of
displays;

. It ensures that food system and nutrition

programs are designed and implemented as
responsive to gender and environmental

concerns,

. When necessary, it would set the direction for a

coordination body of food systems and
neutrinos to be organized by the city

government, ensuring its organization;

13. The Council carries out additional taskss to help
carry out its objectives.
Duty and Responsibility of the Chairman of the

Council

The Chairman shall have the following duty and

responsibility:

1. He calls the Council Members for a meeting,
where he presides over the meeting;

2. He oversees and coordinates the work of the
council;

3. It sets forward focus areas;

4. It carries out other related tasks that help to
carry out the work of the Council.

Deputy Secretary of the Council

The Secretary will have the following duty and

responsibility:

1. When the Chairman is absent or unable to
perform the work, he replaces the Chairman and
carries out the powers and duties conferred
upon the Chairman by Article 9 of this
Regulation;

2. He serves as the Chairman of the Technical
Committee;

3. It carries out the other tasks provided by the
Chairman.

Duty and Responsibility of the Food System and

Nutrition Technical Advisors Group

A group of technical advisors for the Food System
and Nutrition will have the following duty and
responsibility:

1. It produces the call letters of the Council
Members and presents them to the Head,
signing and distributes them;

2. It informs the Chairman ahead of time of

the Council's meeting agendas;

3. It would have the council's minutes and
documentation organized to be entertained,

4. It pre-collects plans and reports from Members
of the Council, organizes and presents them;

5. It tracks the applicability of dedicated forward
focus areas;#
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12. Meeting Procedure of the Council

1.

The Council holds its regular session twice a
year and may convene emergency meetings as
required;

A meeting of the Council can be held when

more than half of the council members are
present;

The agenda of regular meetings or the meeting
of discussion documents will make it available
to the Council to allow for allowances to be
delivered before the meeting is held;

Any Member of the Council can present if they
believe there is an additional agenda for
discussion that day; when supported by a

majority vote, it will be the agenda for
discussion;
The Council resolution passes by a vote

majority, however, the presiding Chairman will
have a decisive vote, as if the members' votes
are evenly split;

Council Members may only send a
representative at regular and emergency
meetings when they receive permission from
the presiding Chairman of the Council,

The Council may also issue its own regulation
of meeting procedure.

13. Organization of the Sub City Council

1.

Sub City Councils are organized according to
this regulation;

The Heads of Sub City Institutions listed in
Avrticle 7 of this Regulation shall be Members of
the Sub City Council;

The Sub City Council is headed by a Deputy
Executive who is accountable to the Chief
Executive of the Sub City;
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4. The Health Office of the Sub City serves as the
Secretary of the Council's Office;

5. The office assigns a professional to serve as
Secretary to the borough council;

6. The Sub City Health office serves as the office
of the Sub City Council;

7. The Sub City Council may decide by notifying
the City Council to be members of other
constituent  institutions and  community

organizations as required.
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Duty and responsibility of the Centre Council will
be the duties and responsibilities of the Sub City
Council.
PART THREE
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
15. Duty to Cooperate

Any relevant body has obliged to cooperate in the

execution this Regulation.

16. Inapplicable Laws

Any regulation, directive or customary practice of
the City Cabinet does not apply to issues covered by
this Regulation.

17. Power to Issue Directive

The Cabinet may issue directive to enforce this
Regulation.
18. Effective Date
This regulation shall enter into force as of April 08,
2025.
